5. Take breaks – if you concentrate for too long you switch off
and won’t learn anything so only revise for short but intense
periods.

6. Give yourself rewards – you should have something to
look forward to, whether it is food or a television programme. This will also give you a time limit for revision so you won’t get too bored.

7. Use all available resources – the Internet, library,
revision guides, friends notes, class notes, there are a variety of
places to gather information and you should take full advantage
of this.

8. Revision timetable – use it!
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Revise with a friend and test each other. Or take a topic each and explain it to each other.
