Emerson Park Academy Expectations.

At Emerson Park Academy, our aim is to help parents create young adults who are well rounded,
independent individuals who are polite, well-mannered, hardworking people who contribute to
society in a positive way. To achieve this we have very high expectations of behaviour and attitudes
towards learning.

In order for Emerson Park Academy to be a positive and safe environment, where effective learning
can take place, and we can achieve our aims, the following list of expectations should be upheld at
all times. Staff will lead by the principles underpinning these expectations and it is expected that all
students adhere to the points in response.

During Lesson

e Students enter the classroom when directed to by the teacher in an orderly fashion.

o Follow instructions first time.

e Students should move straight into the allocated seating plan.

e Good Manners to be used at all times to all staff and other students.

e Full equipment/kit should be ready at the start of the lesson.

e Respect to all staff and other pupils at all times. This includes students listening, silently, when
another member of staff or peer is talking.

e Students must be in full uniform at all times.

e Students should stay focused and on task at all times.

e All Classwork and homework, to be completed with excellent effort and on time.

e Water is the only consumable item allowed.

In and around the school.

e Respect all members of the school and local community at all times.

e Arrive on the school site by 8.45am and in your Form Room at 8.50am and be punctual
throughout the day.

e lLanguage must always be kept appropriate.

e The chewing of gum is prohibited.

e Litter must go in the bins provided.

e Mobile phones must be switched off and out of sight.

o Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself.

e Wear the correct uniform appropriately at all times.

e Never behave in a way that will question the reputation of our school.

Failure to comply with the expectations above will result in the school applying a sanction. Every
member of staff can apply the sanctions available to the school.
